of a metal container with two spouts, each holding a cotton wick, on which burn
ing oil gives a very yellow |light.

Derrick
lamps were used to light areas around oil derricks. Because of the dangerous
conditions around oil derricks, the lighting conditions were very important.

As
time went on, manufactur-
ers created new safety
features, such as screwn
lids, and end caps for un-
used spouts.

Yellow dog lanterns
could have been born from
one of two lamp models:
the kerosene lamp or the
whale oil lamp. Kerosene
lamps were, at first, not
popular and were intended
for use in homes. They
were made from ceramic,

blubber as fuel. Somed but not all 8 whale oil lamps had two spouts, but did not
have locking lids to keep the whale blubber inside the reservoir.

The first official U. S. patent for the derrick lamp was issued May 3, 1870 to
Jonathan Dillen.

Oil Well Supply Co. was the prominent manufacturer of derrick lamps in the
late 19th century and early 20th century. The company was founded in 1867 by
John Eaton. E. H. Cole and Edward Goodwin Burnham soon joined, and in 187
¥ he company was called 6Eaton, Col e
changed to Oil Well Supply Co. By the beginning of the 20th century, Oil Well S
ply Co. had 75 branch stores supported by eight factories, and nine subsidiary
shops responsible for repairs.
